For children it may be where they are most vulnerable
to assault, misuse or deprivation, ironically at the very hands of those who have a duty to
safeguard and nourish them. Even the elderly may have reason to fear those who should be
their caretakers.

They look out for their interests, stay up
with them when they’re sick, clean up their messes when they’re sick - all of that investment
helps the child grow and feel secure.

Frequency of Cheating

Relationship cheating is a very common occurrence. If you haven’t experienced it yet, there’s a
good chance you eventually will.

I found it difficult to track down good cheating statistics. Slightly more than half of all married
people will cheat on their spouses at some point in their lives. Men apparently cheat more often than
women, but the gap isn’t huge.

Most of the time cheating does occur, the other spouse doesn’t know about it, with women being in
the dark slightly more often than men.



That’s if you’re married. If you’re in a committed relationship but aren’t married, then I’d imagine
that the odds of cheating are even higher. Partly I say that because cheating is more common when
you’re younger and becomes less likely as you age.

The big game-changer here is the Internet, which makes even 10-year old stats seem very dated
now. Recent surveys suggest that most people have flirted online at one point or another, that when
people spend time in chat rooms they’re usually motivated by romantic interest, and that about a
third of adults have had real relations as a result of a connection that began online.

In the USA alone, tens of millions of people cheat on their primary relationship partners. Most of
the time when people cheat, they hide it from their partners, and they usually succeed in doing so,
not because they’re so great at keeping secrets but mainly because their partners fail to recognize
and acknowledge the telltale signs.

Statistically speaking, if you get involved in committed relationships or marriage, the odds are
better than 50-50 that you’re eventually going to cheat at some point in your life. And you’ll
probably hide it from your primary partner, and you’ll probably get away with it.

Of course you can decline to join this group if you desire so. However, there’s still a good chance
you’ll end up in a relationship with someone else who’s a member, and you probably won’t know.
Or you’ll know, but you’ll retreat into denial about it.

Open any self-help book and somewhere inside you will find this saying: ‘You never get a
second chance to make a first impression.” No one can argue that each of us, entering into a

new or unfamiliar situation, will be judged first by our appearance before any other factors
can be taken. This may be unfair but, is it really?

B. It is true that when we judge others by their appearance we are not being objective. One of
the first factors making prejudicial reactions in those we meet is the “uniform” we choose to
wear. Make no mistake we all are in uniform each time we go out into the public.

C. If you walk into a supermarket and see a fellow shopper dressed in scrubs, you immediately
assume they are in the medical profession. This may or may not be the case as many child
care workers also wear scrubs while on duty. If you find yourself having a late evening
burger at the local fast food establishment and two young men, dressed in hip-hop fashion,
come in and one loiters near the door while the other one approaches the counter you will
have a different inner reaction than if the same two men came in dressed preppie casual.
While their mode of dress obviously does not speak to their intent, it will cause the viewer to
have a definite reaction.

D. We all judge and are judged by appearance. This is true without regard to whether we
consider it a positive or a negative feature of human nature. If, in mid December, you see
someone dressed as Santa Claus going into a convenience store you don’t immediately
assume that he is intent on robbing the place. Further events might prove you wrong but
such a suspicion would not be your first reaction.

E. The true importance of appearance in society comes when we begin to realize that we can
control the first reactions to our appearance simply by controlling the way we look. It all
comes down to the “uniforms.” The word itself simply means “one form.” Uniforms are
adopted by groups of people who, for one reason or another, feel the need to adopt a group
identity. Police officers, members of the military, sports team are but a few examples of
regulated uniforms. These are required when the group identity must be closely regulated.
There are also unregulated uniforms. To cite just a few, bikers, hip-hop aficionados, street
gangs, Wall Street brokers, construction workers. These all employ modes of dress,
uniforms if you will, that allow them to blend in with their particular subset of the
population.

F. The wearing of regulated uniforms (and some unregulated) is a closely guarded privilege.
Wear a police uniform while not being a peace officer and you are a subject to arrest, wear
the Hell’s Angels “colors” while not being a member of that particular motorcycle club and
you are subject to being seriously injured. For the most part, and aside from the examples
cited, we are free to choose the “uniform” we wear and thereby are able to influence the all
important first impression.

G. It is useless to cry about the fact that we are going to be judged on appearance. If we care
about how we are to be perceived, the only control we have is to make a realistic assessment
of which “uniform” is appropriate for the contact to be made and dress accordingly. Bear in
mind, though, that having the correct appearance will only prevent the door from being
slammed in your face before you have the opportunity to state your case. Appearance is
important but it will always be just the first step.

Superficial Society Makes Children Unhappier about Appearance

Britain’s “superficial society” has made children’s appearance the greatest cause of unhappiness in
their lives, a study has found. Almost one in five children aged from 10 to 15 said they dislike they
way they look, the survey by the Children’s Society disclosed, with girls twice as likely to worry
about their bodies than boys. Children become more worried as they grow, with 28 per cent of girls
aged 15 saying they are dissatisfied with their appearance.

Researchers blamed Britain’s image-driven culture for children’s unhappiness about their looks, and
gave warning that it could cause mental health problems in later life. Bob Reitemeier, chief
executive of the Children’s Society, said: “I would look to the commercialization of childhood and
the early sexualisation of children in the media and in advertising for the cause of these worries.”
“More and more, young people are being encouraged to dress a certain way and to look a certain
way, and that leads to worries early in life which can cause mental health problems in the future. It
really is very serious.”

While 17.5 per cent of all children said their appearance made them unhappy, 22 per of girls
expressed the concern compared with 13 per cent of boys. White children were also “significantly”
more likely to worry about their looks than those from African, Caribbean or Asian backgrounds.
Andrew Hill, professor of medical psychology at the University of Leeds medical school, who
specializes in eating disorders and body image, said girls are under pressure to look good from a
young age. That is something to do with the way that society values women more by their
appearance and the cultural transmission of that social value. Often girls pick up on that from a
much younger age than 10 years old.

We live in a very superficial culture where appearance is absolutely everything in politics just as in
pop music — every time you are in public you are under public careful examination. An average of
two children in every class said they were “significantly” unhappy. Maria Miller, shadow minister
for family, said yesterday: “Business, advertisers and the media need to wake up to the impact they
are having on children’s lives and start to exercise more corporate responsibility. It is time we gave
children back their childhood.”

A. Between December 2003 and December 2005, total TV reach declined but the biggest fall was
among young people — it fell by 2.9% for 16 —24 year-olds. During 2005, reach declined by 2.2% in
that age group. Reach is defined as at least 15 minutes of consecutive TV viewing in a week.



Industry figures say the decline could be due to the growth of the internet. DVDs and gaming could
also be factors, they said.

B. Digital Spy is a showbiz, entertainment and digital media community. It is the UK’s largest
independent entertainment website generating over 90 million monthly page impressions. Digital
Spy is also renowned for its extensive and unique coverage of Big Brother each year. The
discussion forums have more than 290,000 registered users and 28.3 million posts.

C. Young people (8—18) devote an average of 7 hours and 38 minutes to using entertainment media
across a typical day (more than 53 hours a week), increasing by one hour and seventeen minutes a
day over the past five years, according to a new study, Generation M2: Media in the Lives of 8- to
18-Year-Olds, designed and analyzed by the Kaiser Family Foundation and Stanford University
researchers.

The increase in media use is driven in large part by ready access to mobile devices like cell phones
and 1Pods. Young people now spend more time listening to music, playing games, and watching TV
on their cell phones (a total of 49 min. daily) than they spend talking on them (33 min.).

G. This survey was done in March 2010 (Term 1), and so it is not surprising that summer
Hollywood blockbusters featured in the films listed by students as the most enjoyable film they’d
watched recently. The top 5 films were Alice in Wonderland, Avatar, Shutter Island, Valentine’s
Day and The Hangover. It is interesting to note that 3 of the top 5 films have unrestricted ratings.

A. The effect of exercise on sleep according to a study published in the February 1997 issue of
“Sleep,” exercise enhanced the sleep quality of the older adult participants. Specifically, aerobic
exercise can aid sleep by helping you doze off faster and sleep better.

B. Speed skating requires strength, precision, power and quickness. While some sports such as
long-distance running require slow, steady muscle contraction, speed skating involves high-speed
contractions that are considered explosive or power moves. To get speed skater legs, the Pittsburgh
Speed Skating Club recommends a training program including power moves such as bounce jumps,
broad jumps and jump thrust squats.

C. The U.S. Surgeon General recommends that healthy adults get 30 minutes of moderate exercise
each day. By taking 10,000 steps every day, you can reach this level of activity. A pedometer is an
excellent way to track your steps. It also helps establish a baseline for your normal activity level so
you know how much more activity you need.

D. Once dieters decide to change their eating habits for weight loss purposes, many focus on solid
foods alone. However, the amount of calories you ingest from drinks like soda, fruit juice and
alcohol may be the true culprit for excess fat storage. Making simple changes to your beverage
consumption habits may be the ticket to losing unwanted body fat. Good old-fashioned water is one
of the best drinks to help you lose body fat. Not only is it usually free and helps cleanse toxins out
of your body, but it may also help to boost your metabolism. You should drink at least six to eight
glasses a day. Try adding a splash of lemon or lime to give it a zesty flavor.

E. Astronauts must maintain their physical fitness levels while they work aboard the International
Space Station. Exterior equipment maintenance and repair may require energy-sapping spacewalks;
astronauts must also be prepared to execute physically taxing emergency landing operations aboard
their transport vehicles. At the same time, astronauts lose bone and muscle mass while they live in a
gravity-free environment. A well-structured exercise program provides the astronauts with the best
chance to maintain physical readiness.

F. A 2007 study in the “Journal of the American Medical Assosciation” found that people who
exercise regularly live longer due to a number of factors. According to Wojtek Chodzko-Zajko,
head of the department of kinesiology at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign,
individuals who are middle-aged have an average muscle mass loss of approximately 1 percent per
year. Strength training offsets this muscle loss later in life, translating to fewer falls, which is
among the leading causes of death in the elderly. A 2009 study in the “American Journal of
Neuroradiology” found that older individuals who exercise at least 180 minutes per week for 10
consecutive years also have brain blood vessel activity similar to that of younger individuals,
providing neurologic longevity.

G. On your journey to health and well-being, there may come a point when you cannot exercise.
For example, you may need a workout break or suffer an illness or injury. Fortunately, while you
are recoverring, you can stay fit by avoiding the consumption of bad foods, like donuts and
cheeseburgers. While this may sound easy, fast food restaurants are located on every corner and
avoiding unhealthy foods is a challenge. However, not eating bad foods may help keep you in shape
until you can hit that treadmill again.

My Toughest Workout: Olympic Triple Jumper Christian Taylor

Though he’s also a top competitor in the long jump and 400-meter relay, Christian Taylor narrowed



his goals. Now he wants to beat the world record in the triple jump.
“The coach says it’s better to exceed in one than to be average in several,” he says.

Taylor’s personal best, 17.96, won him gold at the World Championships in South Korea in 2011.
Finally, he’s looking to top the world record, set by Jonathan Edwards at 18.29 in 1995.

He hopes that the Olympic crowds will help him get more energetic.

“That’s my fuel, my energy source,” he explains. “I’m a big believer in feeding off the energy of
the people around you.”

There is another thing that will help him fly. A 2-minute drill that he likes to do with Will Claye, a
former teammate of Taylor’s at the University of Florida who will also be representing the U.S. in
London.

The drill is a series of jumps that tests consistency, stamina and mental toughness. The goal is to hit
the same mark as many times as you can. “It’s a really intense workout,” Taylor says. “After the
first minute, when it really hits you, you are just burnt out.”

It’s that kind of power that he’s used to propel himself to the top. “I wouldn’t call myself a
competitor or an athlete if I wasn’t trying to be the best, ever,” he says. “I feel like I am flying, and I
get so excited that I want to come back down and see where [ am.”

The drill is simple, but exhausting. Taylor repeats a triple jump as many times as he can in two
minutes. As soon as he hits the sand, he runs back to the starting mark and repeats, trying to hit the
same mark each time. He performs two sets with a 20-minute rest in between, just because it’s so
rough. In two minutes, he estimates he gets about 20 jumps in.

The jump drill is part of a set that includes a lot of technical work, sprinting, and jumping. His
warm-up lasts about 45 minutes (little bounds, accelerations, 60—75 meter sprints). Then he goes to
the runway for light drills, standing long jumps, alternating bounds, little things to wake up the fast-
twitch muscles. That’s when he starts going into the different jump drills, like the one above. But he
also adds medicine ball drills, as well as weights work.

It’s hard to say what will really help Christian Taylor to win, his self assurance that he must win or
long trainings every day with the set of exercises.

A. We have had a great week out of school on the Isle of Wight and I’'m sure the children will
have stories to tell for days to come. They have had a pleasure to be taken away and have
been complimented on numerous occasions by the school staff. They got involved in all
activities, supported each other through difficult challenges but most importantly entertained
their teachers with their smiles and comments.

B. The education committee says there is evidence of boards which offer the easiest tests.

Schools are said to choose exams that will make them look good in local league tables. The
committee calls for exam boards to be limited in the right to set their own tests to prevent a
decline in standards. It recommends a technical and regulatory fix to stop what it says is a



“public loss of confidence in exams such as GCSEs and A-levels”. This includes tighter
regulation of what is recognized as one of these qualifications.

C. Pupils in England who fail to achieve at least a C grade at GCSE in English and Maths will
have to carry on taking the subjects to the age of 18, the government has announced. Too
many teenagers who leave education without adequate skills in literacy and numeracy are
not needed by employers. It will see some pupils re-taking GCSEs and others taking less
demanding tests, aimed at improving basic skills. This will apply from September 2013. The
changes are set out in a written ministerial statement from Education Secretary Michael
Gove.

D. Class teachers are responsible for the children’s welfare and delivery of the curriculum.
Work is planned jointly, in Year Teams of three teaching staff with close contact,
communication and support from our teaching assistant team. During planning, Year Teams
share the preparation of work, drawing on different experiences, knowledge to ensure work
is relevant and well matched to meet the needs of the children. In this way, we are able to
use the strengths of a large staff team and improve the quality of learning and teaching.

E. Schools were attached to monasteries and churches to educate clerics who were the civil
servants and the scholars of the time as well as monks, nuns and priests. Education had no
direct control by the state, the church had been almost a monopoly of literacy and education.
There were chantry schools for boys from poor families, beating was highly recommended
in such schools and was an important part of education. Song schools were attached to
cathedrals and almonry schools were attached to monasteries for sons of those connected
with the religious house.

F. Our school starts at 8:55 with registration. At 9:10 we go to assembly. In assembly we sing
songs, listen to a story and pray. Our first lesson begins at 9:20. We have break time from
10:20 until 10:35. During break time, the children have a snack and play games outdoors.
Afterwards, we go back in for another lesson until lunch at 12:00. Afternoon lessons begin
at 1:10 and end at 3:15, when the children go home. We do not have a break in the
afternoon.

G. Camp Buckskin located at 8100 Wayzata Boulevard in Golden Valley Minnesota is one of
many at risk summer camps for teens. Camp Buckskin defines their goals as having a two-
fold purpose, and that is in serving as a preventive program, and secondly acts as a bridge
from one school year to the other. While at camp teens are exposed to the necessary daily
life to develop habits and behaviors to improve their self confidence, social skills, academics
and self esteem. Through the skills acquired during the summer camp programs, students
leave with a sense of accomplishment which they carry over into their new school year.

Dmitri Ivanovich Mendeleev was born on 8 February 1834 near Tobolsk.
He was a Russian inventor and chemist. The most famous invention of
Mendeleev is periodic table of elements.

Mendeleev’s parents were Maria Mendeleeva (nee Kornilieva) and Ivan
Mendeleev. According to the different sources there were approximately
seventeen children in their family. Mendeleev was the youngest child. His
father worked as a teacher but he became blind and stopped working. As a
result Maria Mendeleeva began to work and re-established the glass factory
which belonged to her family. It is also known that Mendeleev’s
grandfather was a priest of the Russian Orthodox Church. When Mendeleev
was 13 when he entered the Gymnasium in Tobolsk.

In 1849 his family moved to Saint Petersburg. In 1850 Mendeleev joined The Main Pedagogical
Institute. Following the graduation he developed tuberculosis and was forced to relocate to the
Crimean Peninsula. Living there, Mendeleev became a science master of the Simferopol
gymnasium Nel. In 1857 after recovery he arrived in Saint Petersburg.

From 1859 to 1861 Mendeleev worked in Heidelberg and researched the capillarity of liquids. In
April 1862 he married Feozva Nikitichna Leshcheva. Two years later Mendeleev became a
professor at the Saint Petersburg Technological Institute. In 1865 he became a professor at Saint
Petersburg State University. The same year Mendeleev completed his dissertation «On the
Combinations of Water with Alcohol». By 1871 Saint Petersburg was known as a center for
chemistry research. In 1876 Mendeleev fell in love with Anna Ivanova Popova. In 1881 he made a
proposal of marriage to her. The following year Mendeleev married her. The same year he divorced
his first wife. Mendeleev had two children from his first marriage: Olga and Vladimir. His other
children from the second marriage were Lyubov, a pair of twins and son Ivan. It should be noted
that Lyubov was the wife of Russian poet Alexander Blok.

In 1906 the Nobel Committee for Chemistry suggested to the Swedish Academy to award the Nobel
Prize in Chemistry for 1906 to Mendeleev for his discovery of the periodic system. This proposal
was approved. But at the full meeting of the Academy one of the members recommended the
candidacy of Henri Moissan. Moreover Svante Arrhenius who had influence on the Academy also
advised to reject the candidacy of Mendeleev. The contemporaries state that Arrhenius was against
Mendeleev because of his critique of Arrhenius’s dissociation theory. As a result the candidacy of
Mendeleev was rejected.

Dmitri Mendeleev died of influenza in Saint Petersburg in 1907.

Tube Map Used to Plot Londoners’ Life Expectancy

A version of the Tube map has been produced to show how life expectancy varies from station to
station. The contrast it depicts between Tube stops is severe, with the variation in life expectancies
of children born near stations only minutes apart being years different. The map - called Lives on
the Line - was created by University College London by researcher Dr James Cheshire and shows
some surprising results. For example, it shows there is a 20-year difference in life expectancy
between those born near Oxford Circus and others born close to some stations on the Docklands
Light Railway.

Newborns around Star Lane are predicted to live, on average, for 75.3 years in contrast to 96.4
years for those near Oxford Circus. There is a six-year difference between Pimlico and Vauxhall —
both the stations on the Victoria line, but on the opposite sides of the River Thames. In 2008, the
London Health Observatory showed that if travelling East on the Tube from Westminster, every
two Tube stops represented more than a year of life expectancy lost. This work inspired Dr
Cheshire’s latest research, which uses data based on government statistics showing life expectancy
at birth for those living around the stations.

“I wondered if different patterns emerged across the Tube network,” he said. He said he chose to
use the Tube map as “it’s famous the world over and something most Londoners can relate to”. Dr
Cheshire said the map showed that “if you’re poor as a child, your diet may be poor and sadly it can
follow you for the rest of your life”.

Other differences depicted on the map are no less striking. For example, if you travel eastbound
between Lancaster Gate and Mile End — 20 minutes on the Central line — life expectancy decreases
by 12 years.

But not all the Tube lines show a trend depending on which direction you travel. “London is a city
that’s very diverse and one of its great characteristics is that rich and poor people live side by side,”
Dr Cheshire said.
